e Blot (don't rub) liquid spills with a clean, dry cloth. For oil-based spills, apply
an absorbent such as corn starch, then remove with a straight edge.

e Spray on a mild cleaning solution of soap (such as Dawn or Woolite) and water.

¢ Rinse the fabric thoroughly to remove all soap residue.

e Airdry.

One of the best ways to keep Sunbrella® fabrics looking good is to brush off dirt before it becomes embedded in the
fabrics and wipe up spills or clean soon after a stain occurs. The quicker you clean spills and stains, the easier they

Always
rinse Sunbrella thoroughly.

If fabric has some wrinkling, use an
iron on the synthetic setting. As iron
temperatures may vary, first test

a small inconspicuous area before
ironing the entire piece.

DO NOT use a steamer or an iron set
to the steam setting.

This chart contains our recommended cleaning methods of Sunbrella® fabric for common stains.
For best cleaning results, stains should be cleaned as soon as they occur. Set-in stains may require professional cleaning.
After cleaning with the below solutions, always rinse fabric thoroughly.

Combine 1/4 cup dishwashing
liquid and 1/2 cup - 1 cup white
vinegar per 1 gallon water.
